According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC’s) 2017 National Diabetes
Statistic Report there are 30.3 million people, or 9.4% of the population in the United States, who have
diabetes. While an estimated 23.1 million have been diagnosed, unfortunately, 7.2 million people are
not aware that they have this disease. Each day, more than 4,110 Americans are diagnosed with
diabetes. Many will first learn that they have diabetes when they are treated for one of its life-
threatening complications — heart disease, stroke, kidney disease, blindness, nerve disease and

amputation.
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
